Larry Thomason has lived at 702 Cinamac 
in Lindsay for more than 7 years.  Mr. Tho-
mason lost a leg due to poor circulation, 
and was not able to access several rooms 
in his house with ease.  "I would use my 
walker to get to the doorway, then I would 
hop into the bathroom, " said Thomason of 
his home before renovations.  Delta Com-
munity Action's Housing program widened 
doors to make rooms wheelchair accessi-
ble, installed central heat and air, and  
added to an existing deck to make it easier 
for Mr. Thomason to get in and out of the 
house.   
 
"We spend most of our time outside on the 
porch now,"  said Thomason as the warm 
June breeze wafted through the railings of 
his new wheelchair ready front porch.  Tho-
mason went on to add how thankful he is 
for the crew who worked almost non-stop 

to complete the rehab project in only three 
weeks. 
 
Housing Director, Jackie Perry was thrilled 
to be a part of the Thomason project.  
"There is nothing better than giving some-
one back a little freedom," said Perry, who 
took on the Thomason home not long after 
accepting Delta's Housing Director posi-
tion.  "Most of us tend to take little things 
like walking through a door for granted,"  
said Perry.  "The best part is seeing how 
happy the clients are when the job is com-
plete."
